GIS Report

The structure of the report follows roughly the famous IMRAD structure (Introduction, Method, Results and Discussion). You do not have to use the same headings in your reports but they indicate the topics that are important to cover.

Introduction

A general description of the problem being studied. The introduction should also briefly describe what has been done and the results.

Method

Description of the method that has been used in the study

Data

Description of the characteristics of the data that has been used

Results

Description of the findings in the study

Evaluation

Evaluation of your results. In this part you can consider the following questions: 

· Are the results reasonable?

· Are the datasets used appropriate for the analysis? Would you prefer to have used other datasets?

· Are the results reliable when considering the datasets and method used?

· Would it have been more appropriate to use another method? Does the method need to be developed further?
